▒ at the end of a sentence that is not a question or an exclamation: 

ñaët cuoái caâu maø caâu ñoù khoâng phaûi laø caâu hoûi hay caâu caûm thaùn 

o Example: I knocked at the door. There was no reply. I knocked again. 

▒ sometimes in abbreviation: 

ñaët sau töø vieát taét 

o Example: Jan. 
 e.g. 
 a.m. 

▒ in internet and e-mail addresses (said ‘dot’) 

ñaët trong ñòa chæ e-mail hay trang web 

o Example: http://www.oup.co.uk 

 

 ;       semicolon 
 

▒ instead of a comma to separate parts of a sentence that already contain commas: 

thay cho daáu phaåy (,), ñöôïc duøng ñeå taùch caùc phaàn trong moät caâu ñaõ coù daáu phaåy 

o Example: She was determined to succeed whatever the cost; she would 
achieve her aim, whoever might suffer on the way. 

▒ in formal writing, to separate two main clauses, especially those not joined by a 
conjunction: 

trong vaên vieát, ñöôïc duøng ñeå taùch hai meänh ñeà chính, ñaët bieät laø nhöõng caâu khoâng ñöôïc noái 
baèng lieân töø 

Example: The sun was already low in the sky; it would soon be dark. 
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
