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question mark

- at the end of a direct question:
(dung & cudi cdu héi truc tiép)
Where’s the car?
You’re leaving already?

- Do not use a question mark at the end of an indirect question.
(Khéng dong cau héi cubi cdu héi gian tiép.)
He asked if | was cooking.

- especially with a date, to express doubt:
(Dung véi ngay dé€ dién td su ngd vuc)
John Marston (?1575 — 1634)

exclamation mark (BrE) - exclamation point (AmE)

- at the end of a sentence expressing surprise, joy, anger; shock or another strong
emotion (Dung cudi cau d€ biéu 16 su ngac nhién, han hoan,
tiic gidn, ct s6¢ hodc mét cam xic manh mé):
That’s marvellous!
‘Never!’ she cried.
What a pity!
It's a great idea!

- in informal written English, you can use more than one exclamation, or an exclamation
mark and a question mark

(Trong nhiing trudng hop thdn mat, ban cé thé sl dung

nhiéu ddu cdm hodc két hop ddu cadm va ddu héi):

‘Your wife’s just given birth to triplets.’
‘Triplets!?’
to give birth to triplets: sinh ba (tré so sinh)
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
