Eat lead

Definition:

One who is shot at with a gun is said to 'eat lead’; as an
exclamation, the phrase is directed toward the intended
target.

(Khi mét ngudi khi bi ban thi bi goi la “an dan”; ngudi ta cling si dung cum tu
nay khi bdn vé phia muc tiéu.)

Example:
"Eat lead!" yelled the bank robber as he fired his gun at
the police outside.

(Tén cudp ngdn hang hét 1én khi chia sting ban vé phia canh sat dang phuc & bén ngoai: “An dan né!”)

Etymology: A bullet is made of lead so when a gun is fired at someone, the
intended target might be 'eating lead' - that is, bringing the bullet inside their
body.

(Ngudi ta thudng lam dau dan b&ng chi nén khi bdn ai d8, muc tiéu cé thé bj “&n dan”, nghia la mang dau dan
vao trong cd thé.)

airhead
Definition:
Someone who isn't very smart; a stupid person.

(M6t ngudi khdng théng minh 1dm; ké ngu dét)

Example:
1) Susan and Jim are such airheads -- they love sports
but they are failing all of their classes at school!

(Susan va Jim dlng 1a hai ké d@n dén. Chang yéu thich thé thao nhung hoc
hanh chdng ra sao.)

2) I wouldn't ask Alaine for the answer -- she's an airhead!
(T chdng kéu Alaine tra 18i lam gi. C6 ta dét 1dm!)

Etymology: If your head is filled with air instead of brains, you probably can't think very well.

(Ban c6 thé& chdng nghi nggdi ra dugc gi néu dau ban chlra toan la khéng khi thay vi bd ndo.)
