
 
 
 
 

 
 

COAST/ SHORE/ BEACH/ SEASIDE are used to describe the land next to the sea. 
 (Coast/ shore/ beach/ seaside ñeàu duøng ñeå moâ taû vuøng ñaát lieàn gaàn bieån) 

  
 
The coast is usually a long stretch of land next to the sea, for 
example the part of a country that is next to the sea.  

(Coast thöôøng laø daûi ñaát lieàn chaïy daøi saùt bieån,  
ví duï nhö laø moät phaàn laõnh thoå ngay saùt bieån) 

 
 Ex: We live on the coast.  (Chuùng toâi soáng treân vuøng duyeân haûi.) 
 
 
The shore is the land of the edge of the sea or the lake. 

(Shore laø vuøng ñaát ngay meùp bieån hay meùp hoà.) 
 Ex: We camped on the north shore of Lake Michigan. 

(Chuùng toâi haï traïi theo höôùng baéc bôø hoà Michigan.) 
 

 Ex: The survivors swam to shore.                   (Nhöõng ngöôì soáng soùt ñaõ bôi vaøobôø.) 
 
 
The beach is the part of the shore which is often covered with sand and is where 
people go to enjoy themselves or to relax. 

(Beach laø moät phaàn bôø bieån ñöôïc bao phuû bôûi caùt, laø nôi giaûi trí hoaëc thö giaõn.) 
 

 Ex: She took the kids to the beach for the day. 
                  (Coâ aáy ñöa caùc con ñeán baõi bieån chôi moät ngaøy.) 

 
 Ex: We went for a walk along the beach. 

                  (Chuùng toâi ñi daïo doïc theo baõi bieån.)  
 
The seaside an area that is by the sea, especially one where 
people go for a day or a holiday / vacation:   

( Seaside thöôøng laø khu vöïc naèm ngay treân bôø bieån, nôi moïi ngöôøi thöôøng ñeán  
vaøo caùc dòp nghæ leã hoaëc caùc kì nghæ.) 

  
 Ex: We took a trip to the seaside. 

(Chuùng toâi ñaõ ñi du lòch ôû baõi bieån.) 

The seaside is only before noun. 
 Ex: a seaside resort, a seaside vacation home, a seaside village            
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
